Hoses need to be secured so they do not get damaged during operation. Hoses
can be routed as shown in the picture above. Hoses can also be tied or
bungeed to the skid loader cross member (close to the lower pivot) to hold them
from getting pinched or stretched.

Grapple can also be Left Side Plumbed. Grapple can be converted to Left Side
Plumb by following instructions located in this manual. Please see picture on
the next page showing Left Side Plumb. Hoses should be run through the
bracket on the skid loader arm, as shown, or the hoses can be tied or bungeed to
the skid loader arm.

Note:
e Both right side cylinder ports must be plumbed together.
e Both left side cylinder ports must be plumbed together.
e Restrictor fitting (Item #28), plumbed to rod ends of cylinders.

Optional Plumbing Instructions

Grapples are shipped plumbed complete with restrictor fitting, lead hoses and
couplers (Iltems #28, 29, 30 and 31) installed, either center or side plumbed. If
the desired plumbing is different from the initial setup, converting the grapple is
simple. Remove the restrictor, lead hoses and couplers from the grapple.
Remove the caps (Item #22) from the desired location and reinstall caps in the
location where the lead hoses were removed. Reinstall the restrictor fitting, lead
hoses and couplers in the new location, making sure the restrictor fitting is
connected to the rod ends of the cylinders.

If needed, additional small elbows (Part No. 1012PP) are zip tied to the
attachment and can be installed between hoses and couplers, as shown above,
to improve hose routing at hydraulic coupler interface on loader. The additional
elbows will not be required for most brands of skid loaders.

Maintenance

*Every 10 hours of operation

e Grease hinge pins and cylinder pins (8 grease fittings total).

e Inspect cylinders, hydraulic fittings, and hoses for leaks and damage.
Replace as needed. Make sure skid loader is shut off and hydraulic
pressure is relieved before checking for leaks. Never use hands to
check for high pressure hydraulic leaks.

*Every 50 hours of operation
e Check that all cylinder and hinge pins are secure.
e Check for loose, worn, or missing parts. Repair or replace as needed.
e If equipped, check bolt on edge wear. Reverse or replace edge as
needed.
¢ On tooth buckets, check that teeth are secure.
e Contact your dealer for replacement parts.
